I am writing to complain about the living conditions in my area and that I agree with your article. Most people die at the young age of twenty because of the risks in my Bradford area, these problems can be solved out.

I agree with what you said in your article especially when you wrote “Men, women and children are all working to survive, the common job wool combing. This is a very high risk taking job especially for the men, they have to use hot blades to comb out the wool. The women and children spend all their day in the factory, threading the wool the men have combed. The fumes of charcoal causing them to have illnesses and diseases.” 

The neighbour’s all support your issue one told me “ I see eye to eye with you Chris and I am in agreement of the issue being brought up. I work in wool combing to bring the family up. I live in the cheap houses that have been built hastily. These houses have been squashed on small amounts of land. The rooms air, are filled with fumes of charcoal causing irritation to the throats and lungs. All of my family lives in one room. I am quite sick of the filthy job that I work for and the conditions I have to suffer through.” Paul told me, who was one of the people who had to go through the same routine everyday. 

I personally think its not fair for the upper classes (rich) and middle classes to enjoy their selves while us working classes have to pay for our lives, for them to continue. There lives are just as normal as ours, excluding working. They can go out to the beaches quite often as they    liked, they could afford it, and more entertainment for them. 

You also mentioned the living and working conditions in the other parts of Britain, Manchester. You mentioned that Manchester have similarities and differences. Manchester factory owners are paying at least enough wages for the houses to be built for the workers to live. The increase of industrial town has gave steady supply of workers for the new factories but also produced a load of problems.

I have a friend named Carol, I asked her about the living states in Manchester (where she lives). This is what she wrote in her letter ‘ I have a poor labouring live and have a house where no toilet is available. The houses are situated in deep ruts full of mud, refuse and filthy rubbish on a narrow street.’

So I am in agreement of the fact the issue has been bought up. I conclude my letter and say that we should have these problems solved as soon as we can. Thank you
