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Before the Second World War most women stayed at home and did housework. When the men were called up to fight there was a shortage of workers though. To make sure that jobs in factories could be one the Government decided that women should do these jobs.

Women in the War were quite happy to do the work. They soon found themselves working in factories making bombs and bullets. They learnt to drive lorries and ambulances as well. Many women took on jobs in offices and on farms.

Even though there were many volunteers there were still not enough people to do all of the work. The Government passed a law saying that all unmarried women had to go to work.
