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Making a Mind map: Islamic Medicine
Mind Maps are very useful to have when revising. They are easy to follow and should include references to lots of different things: without much actually having been written down!

First task: select the different themes that you need to revise. When creating your own for revision purposes you’ll need to do this part entirely independently. For this exercise I have selected the major areas of medical change that you will need to remember. 

Cause of Disease
Hospitals
Anatomy
Surgery
Chemistry Anatomical Knowledge

Make a spider diagram with ‘Islamic medicine’ in the middle and these areas of content around the sides.

Are there any individual doctors or philosophers who contributed to the different developments? Create a separate ‘spider’ around each of the keywords with the names of the individuals added to the ‘web’. 







Now think of any factors that aided the different doctors or influenced more than one advance. Link these using colour-coded arrows. This helps you to notice themes easily. Make sure you make a key to show what the colours stand for. 

Tips for success: 
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Use of colours and pictures makes the mind map more memorable
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Using large pieces of paper helps you to spread your ideas out
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Spreading the ideas out well makes it easier to follow themes
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Use colours that stand out: and are NOT very similar.
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Some changes may be linked by more than one theme. Make sure you include the different themes.
